
Do you know the warning signs of unhealthy relati onships?

All relati onships have their ups and downs, but unhealthy relati onships oft en include set patt erns 
of behaviour and can someti mes escalate into emoti onal or physical abuse. Have you been worried 
that your relati onship, or one of your friend’s relati onships, isn’t healthy? Here we look at a few of 
the warning signs:

1. Your partner att empts to exercise control and ulti mately, power, over you. 
Whether they do this physically, emoti onally, by what they say to you, or online through Whatsapp and Facebook, this is 
NOT ok. 

 

2. They pressure you to send inti mate photo messages or snapchat messages that you don’t want to send. 
This is NOT ok – and you don’t know what they might do with them. 

3. Your partner is very controlling, for example trying to control how your hair looks, where you go, who you see, or 
what you do.
This is NOT healthy. 

4. You don’t feel able or willing to communicate with your partner. 
This is NOT healthy, but a breakdown in communicati on can someti mes be the simplest thing to fi x, and can do the most 
good for your relati onship. 

5. Your partner is being repeatedly dishonest. 
This is NOT ok. Healthy relati onships are built on trust and respect.

6. They call you names, constantly questi on and criti cise your choices and decisions. 
This is NOT healthy. 
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7. You don’t feel you have any control over whether you use contracepti ves to avoid pregnancy and don’t feel able to 
insist on safer sex to avoid HIV and STIs. 
No partner should feel pressured into doing something they don’t want to do, so this is NOT ok. 

8. You don’t feel able to go out and see your friends without the other person being angry or sad or jealous. 
Too much dependency on one another and isolati on from social circles is NOT healthy. In a loving relati onship you will 
want to spend a lot of ti me together, but you are your own person and can maintain a level of independence. 

 

9. You are made to feel guilty for the choices that you make. 
This is NOT ok. Abusive relati onships are oft en hinged on manipulati on and ensuring that the other person feels guilt. 

Ideas for discussion

What do you (or your group) know about unhealthy relati onships? Maybe you’ve never really 
thought about it before. Here are some questi ons to think about yourself, or discuss in your group.
 

1. Do you have fi xed ideas about relati onships? Do you think there are set rules for good and bad relati onships?

2. Your partner should have many of the same qualiti es that you see/look for in your own friends – what are the most 
important qualiti es of your closest friends?

3. How do you think you might tell the diff erence between a relati onship that is going through a diffi  cult patch, and 
one that is just unhealthy?

4. How do you think you might tell the diff erence between a relati onship that is going through a diffi  cult patch, and 
one that is just unhealthy? 

5. Do you think there are ways of behaving that are never part of a healthy relati onship?

6. How do you think being in an unhealthy relati onship could aff ect your sexual health?
