This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	EYFS
· Children have opportunities to sing daily.
· Children work towards four performances per year, Christmas performance, Easter parade and two performances for parents.
· Children have access to musical instruments, both tuned and untuned, daily in their continuous provision.
· The developmental skills are mapped out across the year and child are encouraged to develop these skills or activities planned to cover these.

KS1
· Children have weekly listening activities and some units which focus on just pitch and tempo.
(NB listening activities don’t happen in terms when children are preparing for a big performance e.g. Autumn 2 leading up to Christmas).
· Currently, children learn the recorder for one term a year. This will increase to children learning every term as we will purchase enough recorders for every child to have one.
· Children complete a composing unit to create and perform from a graphic score.
· Throughout the year children work towards singing performances as part of the Christmas concert or class worship assemblies.

KS2
· Children have weekly listening activities in class which cover Early music, Baroque, Renaissance, Classical, Romantic and 20th/21st century music and focus on various elements of music.
(NB listening activities don’t happen in terms when children are preparing for a big performance e.g. Autumn 2 leading up to Christmas).
· Children have a weekly singing session as a key stage.
· Currently, children learn the recorder for one term a year. This will increase to children learning every term as we will purchase enough recorders for every child to have one.
· Children complete a composing unit which links with their recorder studies.
· Throughout the year children work towards singing performances as part of the Christmas concert or class worship assemblies.
