	How has the world Changed? 
In the context of Dinosaurs and Castles: Recognise some environments that are different to the one in which they live now.  (UW)

	How do things grow? 
This unit focuses on growing and changing, both plants and animals. 
However, we use stories such as the Little Red Hen which, in conjunction with our visit to the farm, supports understanding of changes in farming. 
 

	What is it like at the seaside? 
In this unit we look at the geography and the history of the seaside. 
We use lighthouses (the Lighthouse Keeper’s Lunch) as a way of comparing changes over time. 
We also look at ‘pirates’ where we look at pirate ships and the ‘stereotypical pirate’ and compare them to modern life.

Inspired by Mondrian pupils will develop their painting skills. 
They will develop their cutting skills and create inspired pieces of art using a range of shapes and primary colours.

Pupils will develop their fine motor skills through manipulation of malleable materials. They will learn how to add pieces onto a model they have created.

Printing/patterns
